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Start of new EPIC service:

Direct link to Karachi —improved connection with Alexandria

The restructured EPIC service jointly provided by Hapag-Lloyd and Hamburg Sid
linking Northern Europe with the Mediterranean region, Middle East and India will
also offer a direct connection between Karachi and Hamburg, Tilbury and Antwerp.
The first departure is scheduled for the 19th week. Transit time from Antwerp to
